APPROVAL OF AGENDA: The agenda was approved unanimously upon a motion by Barbuscak
and a second by Allyn.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

A. Regular Meeting of September 13, 2006: On motion by Dyer and a second by Gallagher, the
minutes were unanimously approved by the Board.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

A. Communications: Keith Logsdon — Logsdon reported that 10 people would be going to the
Main Street Oakland County Main Event on October 18, and four more tickets were available if
additional people were interested in going. The event will review Main Street activities over the past
year. He also read an October 9 letter from AST! Environmental regarding applications for EPA
brownfield assessment revolving loan funds and clean-up grants for revitalization of environmentally
impacted sites. They list a December 14 deadline for applications and were offering consuiting
services to interested businesses in support of making application. Logsdon wasn’t sure about fees
and would talk to them and perhaps follow-up by sending information to Berkley businesses. He also
noted Jack McGovern’s iliness and said he had spoken to Jack’s wife,

CHAIRPERSON’S UPDATE: Nothing further to report.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. Coolidge Streetscape: Logsdon reported talking to the engineers about Coolidge road
construction, and there isn’t enough money available to cover the cost of the streetscape on the east
side of Coolidge where they had hoped to construct a prototype block. The current plan is to use
plain concrete in the first block on the east side of Coolidge. Logsdon met with developers for CVS
and Fifth Third Bank, and they were coordinating their streetscape plans. Andriese will review their
designs before they go to the City for final review. They also agreed to run streetlights with power
from their buildings until Edison takes over the poles, and he thought they might do the same with
irrigation.
