A. Communications: Keith Logsdon — None received.

B. Introduction of First Time Visitors: Bridget Dean, owner of Have You Any Wool, was attending
for the first time. Barbara Collins, Cruise Fest representative and volunteer representative for the
Holiday Parade committee, was also attending for the first time. She will be the point person to the
Chamber and DDA for those events. Cruise Fest will be Friday, August 18. Construction on 12 Mile
will not begin until after that. The activities will be extended west on 12 Mile to Hartfield's. The
committee is working on entertainment and pursuing corporate sponsors, as well as putting together
the sponsor packages. A letter soliciting sponsors will be sent out to businesses and signed by the
Cruise Fest committee, Miller for the Chamber, and Logsdon for the DDA. Collins gave her phone
number and welcomed additional input. The Holiday Parade will be similar to the 2005 event, with an
evening parade ending at City Hall for the tree lighting. She reported that the committee is hoping to
involve businesses in an all-day event with a shop hop or something similar to showcase businesses.
Carriage rides will have expanded hours and be extended to Coolidge. They will be soliciting
contributions from businesses and individuals.

CHAIRPERSON’S UPDATE: Nothing additional to report but Logsdon asked that the Beautification
Committee be added to the liaison reports for future meetings (because a quorum wasn’t present
until 8:54, liaison reports were given first and out of order).
