APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

CHAIRPERSON’S UPDATE:

A. Downtown Welcome Program: Logsdon noted this agenda item should be moved to Committee
Reports. He suggested 24 Seconds be the next business welcomed but isn’t sure when they will be
opening. Murad also suggested Greg Thom’s new office building. Logsdon will talk to both Thom and
the 24 Seconds owner. Barbuscak said he had the banner, but it was slightly damaged during display
and he asked for authorization to repair it. If repair cost exceeds the cost of a new banner, it will be
replaced. Barbuscak and Logsdon discussed the problem 24 Seconds is having finishing the outside
east wall of their upstairs deck in brick. The Music Stand, just east of the building, is out of business,
and the building owner was asking more for a liability policy to cover 24 Seconds than they were willing
to pay (access to The Music Stand roof is needed). McDonald said the ZBA was going to review the
issue of finishing the wall in paint versus brick, and Vansen is supposedly pushing strongly for brick
(the wall is exposed and visible looking east to west). Logsdon said he would discuss it with Barnett of
the Planning Commission.

Logsdon announced that the Holiday Parade is scheduled for December 3 at 5:00 PM and asked for
a DDA liaison to the Parade Committee. Peasley volunteered and Murad will be the backup.
McDonald said the Chamber was getting a letter together to urge Berkley businesses to stay open.
The committee meets every Thursday at 7:00 PM in the Public Safety Conference Room. Barbuscak
suggested some effort by the DDA on behalf of the parade.
