APPROVAL OF AGENDA: The agenda was approved unanimously upon a motion by Allyn and a
second by Murad.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
A. Regular Meeting of January 11, 2006: On motion by Barbuscak and a second by Peasley, the
minutes were unanimously approved by the Board.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Bridget Mahrle spoke about the upcoming School Board meeting on 2/13
regarding sale of the property on Oxford where the Board offices are currently located. The Board
will hold a vote to keep the property or sell it (for development or other purposes). Mahrle is part of a
citizens’ group interested in having the City acquire at least part of the property. She noted that a
presentation would be made 2/8 at the joint session between Council and the School Board.
Barbuscak had attended one of the meetings and brought up how the City had given property where
the stadium/ball field is currently to the School District in exchange for baseball diamonds that were
being used. Matthews-Pennanen said there had been discussion about the ongoing relationship
between the School District and the City regarding leases and property exchange. He asked for
comments from Gallagher. Gallagher noted that there had in the past been transfers of property
between the two. He noted an important issue for the District is that development will not only
increase the tax base but bring in families with potential students. There is a shortage of the larger
homes for families with school age children in Berkley, and the newer homes that would be built
would be more attractive to that demographic segment. Each student enrolled means @%$8,000 per
year for the District. Gallagher noted some issues involved in building a new recreation center on the
site, such as the amount of traffic generated and the size of any building that could house a pooi
and/or basketball courts. The green space that would be lost to development could be recreated
behind and to the west of the building. Barbuscak noted that the master planning process is calling
attention to the need for more land that can be developed. Logsdon said that perhaps the City
should stand first in line in terms of being able to bid on the property. He also noted an ongoing
