APPROVAL OF AGENDA: The agenda was approved unanimously upon a motion by Peasley and
a second by Murad.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
A. Regular Meeting of December 14, 2005: On motion by Dyer and a second by Allyn, the
minutes were unanimously approved by the Board.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Meyer had several points to bring to the Board’s attention. A light pole in the
12/Coolidge intersection had been knocked down, and only the base remained. He thought the
insurance company should be notified quickly. The available real estate listed on the DDA’s Web site
was not up to date. He also suggested the closure of Danaher’s Grille might be related to lack of
parking and reiterated his earlier request that parking be returned to Edgewood at Coolidge. Gross
wondered how the residents on Edgewood felt about that. Murad noted that the DDA had already
reviewed the issue, but it couldn’t be changed quickly. Meyer also wondered if the DDA was using ad
valorem funds to rent the Community Center room where the Board was meeting and noted the lack
of a citizen’s packet detailing issues to be discussed. Logsdon responded that the agenda is posted
on the City’s Web site as well as at City Hall prior to the meeting, as is required.

A. Communications: Keith Logsdon — Logsdon reported receiving notice from Karen Brown that
Michael Matthews-Pennanen had been appointed City Council liaison to the DDA. He had received
a resume from Max Chiddister in regards to consideration for DDA/Chamber director. Bridget Mahrle
reported on the Beautification Committee’s Top This fundraising auction scheduled for January 20
and thanked the DDA as a group and individually for their support. She also had tickets for the event
that she offered to anyone who might be able to sell them. Their Web site lists some of the projects
that the fundraising efforts will be directed towards: clean up, spring planting, holiday decoration,
City Hall landscaping, and other projects to bring visual interest to the City. Logsdon asked her to
e-mail him the list of projects. Mahrle described some of the items donated for the auction.
