MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 8:09 AM with Chair Keith Logsdon presiding.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA: The agenda was not received by the Board in time to review and there
was no vote to approve it.

NEW BUSINESS:

A. Approval of Cost of Irrigation Sleeves: Logsdon explained the irrigation sleeves in question
would be mid-block, between the planters. At a meeting, Council had approved those sleeves going
in (for future irrigation). Sabuda noted that the TIF plan is ruling in this issue, and the DDA can pay
for the irrigation sleeves between Wakefield and Gardner (@40% of the whole project). He then
passed around a handout of the draft Estimated Sources and Uses of Funding for 12 Mile Road
Construction listing the estimated cost of irrigation sleeves at $56,250.00, of which the DDA would
fund 40%, or $22,500.00 (which includes engineering, irrigation, and contingency). Logsdon asked
Biehl if the estimate on the cost was conservative and if the actual cost might come in lower than
that. Bieh! answered that at 1,800 linear feet it would come in under, because it was estimated at
4,000 feet on both sides. He alsc noted that Edison was covering the cost of pole bases and conduit.
Sabuda said he realized he had counted that expense twice. Logsdon said the Board would then
need to approve the expenditure of up to $22,500.00 from the TIF. DiSessa said she was
recommending that the rest of the funds come from bond proceeds because the project was
improving the downtown. Logsdon said irrigation, trees, and other landscaping would probably not
get installed until fall. He said the reason for connecting all the irrigation was so that the area can be
on one system and watered regularly. Bieh! cautioned that there was a long way to go in the project,
but if there was money left in bond proceeds, it could be included, but if there weren’t, they would
have to come back to the DDA. Logsdon said Andriese had submitted a proposal to HRC to work
with them on the irrigation and landscape design. Barbuscak moved to approve the amount of
$22,500.00 to cover the DDA’s portion of the cost of the sleeves, Dyer seconded, and the motion
was approved unanimously by the Board.

On a separate issue, Barbuscak noted speaking with Jerome about the old light poles that had been
removed from 12 Mile, which were in excellent shape, and the City should keep them for use in
some other location, such as one of the parks, or to make a decision later about them. Biehl said he
