APPROVAL OF AGENDA: The agenda was approved unanimously upon a motion by Allyn and a
second by Peasley.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

A. Regular Meeting of April 12, 2006: McGovern noted one objection to the minutes: The header
at the top of the last page read “Page 5 of 4” rather than “Page 5 of 5.” On motion by McGovern and
a second by Gallagher, the corrected minutes were unanimously approved by the Board.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Meyer said parking had long been an issue for discussion since the DDA was
formed. He suggested that the next phase of the DDA’s downtown development plan should be to
bring more parking to the Coolidge business district, which would increase values of the businesses
in that area. Logsdon responded that parking studies had been done and that if money were
available for Coolidge like road bond funds for 12 Mile, that would be a current priority.

A. Communications: Keith Logsdon - Logsdon noted an earlier e-mail from Councilperson
GoodCourage that he had distributed to the Board by e-mail regarding passage of Senate Bills 162
and 163 dealing with liquor licenses. GoodCourage was asking that everyone write to their
legislators to support the bill. Logsdon passed around a printed copy of the message.

A. Attorney Progress: Logsdon reported meeting with the attorney the previous week. McGovern
